SouthernChile - Patagonia 2010
Riding Trip Information Sheet

These trips explore the spectacular terrain of Boded Paine National Park in southern Patagonia. Thescen this
area is undoubtedly some of the wildest and most bedartigt in the world, with huge granite spires, blue glacier
flowing down from the Southern Patagonian Ice Cap, tusguiakes and forests of southern beech trees. Due to its
remoteness, accommodation in the area is limited exesa necessitates long hours in a vehicle on bumpgfeam
dusty roads. Those participating in the rides need todpaped for this and for the rigours of camping, or staying i
simple estancias / hosterias, in a region wherevdaher is unstable and can change quickly! Howewveiptirney
and the vagaries of the weather are more than contperfsa by the wonderful riding country. The trips are
accompanied by experienced guides, either Chilean, Emglismerican who know the area well. All speak fluent
English and Spanish and are knowledgeable and safety aosseid are proud to share this wonderful country with
fellow riders.

DatesTrips are generally for 12 days (Punta Arenas to Puntaa8jeand most include 8 days riding. They are run
from fixed dates between November and March each yatérjtimeraries that include different accommodation
options available. Please see the departure dates detbeontact Ride World Wide to discuss your plans and
availability. As well as pure riding itineraries, a 121grday itinerary including riding, walking and sea kayaking ca
also be arranged (the 'Patagonian Blue Ice Trall') lagre tis also a special 10 day estancia-based itinertrg and of
March / early April when horses are ridden out ofNfational Park to winter grazing.

The HorsesThe horses used for the rides are bred locally onutielsnding estancias for working with cattle and
sheep. They are cross breeds, generally crosses ofrChdese or Criollo mix and are of a medium build. Withme
Percheron blood, they are a little taller than tlwalldorses of northern Chile, though most range frooutab4.2hh to
15.2hh. They are good-natured and are a safe, forward gesmpnsive and enjoyable ride. All the horses are used
neck reining and are ridden in Chilean style tack with laogafortable sheepskins on the saddle.
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Riding There is generally 4 to 7 hours riding on each riding dathese trips, covering 20 to 40 kms. This is broken
with rest stops and a long break for lunch and a si€k&xe is also usually plenty of time for walks, plyyaphy or to
simply relax with a book and admire the spectacular i@e itineraries planned often include a change othqrart
way through and on the Estancia Rides horses are dhémge times so horses are fresher and riders have t
opportunity of trying different mounts. Trips are usually for a minimum of 4 riders although they may be run for
just 2 in some circumstances (see notes overleadugsrare limited to a maximum of 12 riders. There is ghtdimit
of 15 stone / 95 kgs on the rides and usually an age limitefl12 and under 70 - though riders outside this limit ca
be accepted by prior arrangement as long as riding amlityimess allow.

PaceThe pace on the rides varies with the terrain but diviers moderate and well balanced. The going in muctinef
National Park is quite grassy and soft and Patagonia®haous open spaces allow plenty of opportunities for fast
riding with long exhilarating canters on the open plairsaang the flat bottomed valleys that run amongst dieeP
Massif. At other times, the pace is slower as you wgauve way through forests of southern beech, wade sigiesial
rivers, climb mountain passes to admire views overegsanses of blue and white ice below and ride alongkee |
shores.

Riding ExperienceThe rides are best suited to reasonably competent vidersre secure in the saddle and
comfortable on a horse in open country at all pacesy @he aimed at those with a reasonable amount of riding
experience, however there is a good selection of waalimared, steady but forward going horses to suit riders of
different abilities and, as well as enjoyable, responsirses for the experienced rider, steady, reliablsesoare
available for those who are rusty or have limited exgree, but who are confident and fit. Every participant
(particularly those with limited riding experience) Mahjoy the tripmuch more if they are fairly riding fit as the hour:
are quite long and if you do not ride regularly at home,egemmend you accustom yourself to the time spent in th
saddle with regular training before you go.

Terrain The terrain in the area changes during the ride andsviaoim vast rolling grassy plains, to steep wooded
valleys. High snow clad mountains and huge glacieeepvdown through the beech forest and spill out intcenous
blue-grey lakes and always, as a dramatic back drop, is¢bheRaine Massif which you will see from many différen
angles.

Wildlife There are over one hundred species of birds in the Beaancluding the giant condor, flamingos, ibis, bla
necked swans, rheas and austral parrots. Guanaco andnfdeer among the twenty five species of mammal and, w
the reserve about the most likely place in South Asadp catch a glimpse of puma, there is plenty endfea for the
wildlife enthusiast.
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Accommodation Accommodation on the rides varies with the itiner&wg all itineraries the last night is spent at a 3
hotel in Punta Arenas (either Chalet Chapital oreHderra Sur - rooms with own bathrooms). On Camping $iide
first night is also spent at the Terra Sur, followinghts are spent under canvas, using tough, wind / weather proof
three man dome tents for two people (single tentdeaarranged at a supplement), with sleeping bags (whicheed
to take yourself). Pack horses will accompany you and daggage, tents, sleeping bags, sleeping mats and other
equipment. On most trips riders tend to set up their entst although the guide and helpers are available to help i
required. Sometimes camps are true ‘wilderness' canipsiavivashing facilities laid on and on other days theysat
up in, or near, one of the National Park's appointed cayrgrieas where there may be showers (showers aratdwalil
on 3 of the 9 nights on the standard camping itinerangally with hot water, although this can never be guagdhte
There may also be a simple 'refugio’ (a basic hutlae for shelter if the wind is very strong.

The following nights are spsaihly on comfortable family run estancias (farmghesi
working estancias that offer comfortable family stylegjueoms / a small hotel, or estancias that have fudky
converted for guests. All are beautifully located andtrhase marvellous views. Rooms are generally twin bedded
with private bathroom, although sometimes bathroomslmeaghared.

Meals Meals are wholesome and as good and varied as possiblaghaanind the remoteness of the area and that
supplies have to be transported into the Park esped®aitir. Camping and Estancia Rides include breakfast, lurtth
dinner each day when on the ride. Lunch and dinner areciotled in Punta Arenas and Puerto Natales. Days usu
start with an ample breakfast with a choice of akit®ast or bread, perhaps ham and / or cheese, emifiekor tea.
Sometimes a cooked breakfast might be offered. A paskadie bag lunch of sandwiches (which you make up
yourself in the morning from a variety of fillings - turdneese, salami, ham etc), biscuits, fruit etcligezhwith you

to eat en-route, picnic style, when out riding. Dinneewhamping is usually two or three courses prepared toagd
either eaten around the camp fire or in the dining tentight be a dish of fresh local salmon or othehfipasta or a
Chilean steak cooked over the fire and washed down widh Weioe. Salad is usually served with dinner and wine (i
generous, though not necessarily unlimited, quantitiegtcisded on Camping Rides. On Estancia Rides arrangern
for dinner vary with the accommodation. When staying ptivate estancia, you will generally eat with theily who
own the property and your main dish might be chickenblanfresh fish with a vegetarian option available.d@iver
nights you will eat at your hosteria or refugio restativghere there is usually a reasonable 'menu’, typiaathoice of
a soup or salad starter, a main course of fish, bedficken with a variety of salads and vegetables and ampyddi
(usually fruit). Drinks / wine are not included but youn ¢y wine, beer and other drinks at the estancias é st
and prices are reasonable. The food overall is pretig god varied and your guides will do their best to cateariy
particular dietary requests as long as prior notice ingiveu should be aware however, that because of the
remoteness of the area, much depends on availabilgyppfies, which have to be brought in from the neaoegt.t
Menus may vary depending on what is on offer therbeatitne and fresh fruit and vegetables can be hard tor ge
supplies limited.
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Weather The weather in Patagonia is notoriously variable artagh it is often milder in the Park than in the
surrounding regions, you need to be prepared for weatheemperatures which can change rapidly, sometimes
freezing at night, rising to about 20-25 degrees C on adtilidless day, then dropping suddenly again. The wind ¢
often be extremely strong, it is possible to experietidew seasons in a day and rain is quite possible atiangy
generally in blustery showers, so come prepared!

For thos@wbe interested there’s an optional boat ride towd@sace of
this spectacular glacier (this boat is very weathéamehnd costs $75 per person for the three hour boat Kdee
boat isn’t running, or for those who prefer to stay ashttrere are plenty of opportunities for walking, photography,
enjoying some fireside pisco sours at Hosteria Lago Grskiprt distance away. Rejoin the horses for dyldeag
canter back across the pampas to your hotel at the 8d®regr. Around 5 hours riding. (B,L,D)

Day 8 Today will one of the longest rides of the trip. THeine Massif will unfold in front of you as you crossiely
diverse scenery on a journey across the heart gfatie Mountain peaks dominate the horizon as you passrous
lakes of startling colours and rivers tumbling through trdrgreien valleys. Herds of guanaco (the wild llamasl) lveil
seen and many birds accompany the horses as you ride thheuitgwer-filled forests. The route takes you easts
to cross the Rio de las Chinas and back to the privadeblelonging to Estancia Tercera Barranca, your bas2 for
nights. Settle in and time to enjoy pre-dinner drinks \wdgnificent views of the Towers whilst the evening neal
prepared. Dinner and night at Estancia Tercera Barr@rgdaours riding. (B,L,D)
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Day 9 After saddling up, set off on an exciting ride westwardgtals the Torres and Lago Paine. Turn to head nort
towards Laguna Stokes where a large natural vega (pastists) & his area attracts wild criollo horses from th
surrounding hills to graze in the summer. There will l@aynexcellent photo opportunities on this route as you pas:s
through forests, pastures and the lake where Lady Eler@ixie first camped, having sighted the Towers. Return to
Estancia Tercera Barranca in the afternoon for diandrthe night. 5-6 hours riding. (B,L,D)

Day 10Breakfast andide north across the barren pampas towards the stunoiagtamous wilderness dominated by
the Baguales and La Cumbre mountain ranges (the safparates Chile from Argentina). This is remote, dramatic
country and you may see the wild horse herds that inffesietareas and enjoy the hospitality of one of tte lo
estancias. In the late afternoon arrive at EstdrasaChinas, a traditional estancia typical of the astan a beautiful
valley. Relax by a roaring fire while dinner is prepamdybu. 4-5 riding. (B,L,D)

Day 11After a leisurely breakfast of coffee and home madadbor cakes, set off to Punta Arenas via Puerto Natal
Stop for lunch in Natales in one of a wide choiceestaurants and cafes and time to shop for souvenisstogods.
Drive on to Punta Arenas, arriving at about 5 p.m. Youn awangements for dinner; night at Hotel Chalet Chagpital
similar. (B)

Health Chile is one of the safest countries healthwiseomt!s America. No jabs are required as a condition afent
although the Hospital for Tropical Diseases in Londoomaoend that you ensure you are up to date with Polio,
Tetanus, Typhoid and Hepatitis A. If you are not up te dath these you should visit your GP or a travel clabout
4 weeks before departure. If you plan to visit other ruedsbefore or after the ride you should get further advice
Hepatitis B, TB and Rabies jabs may also be recommended.
