Much afdhmy is within the private estates of beautiful chakeau
and there are plenty of opportunities to try some ofifieious food and wine for which the area is renalride
rides are lead by an experienced French guide, Antawdeywhen not riding, you are looked after by the Englisheaw
of Le Bourdil Blanc, Jane Hanslip, who has lived inEredogne for many years. As well as welcoming you into he
charming home, Jane will introduce you to local residantsthe owners of a local vineyard and chatesking your
stay delightfully personal.

The HorsesThe horses used at Le Bourdil Blanc are owned by almeabperator and are mixed breeds many of
which are home-bred crosses with Arab and Anglo-ArabdlThey average about 15hh to 15.2hh, although there
some smaller ponies for children, and are all well slelthdorward going and enjoyable to ride. They are alsb wel
mannered, calm and sensible to handle. Saddles are gjtitereight Endurance saddles or ‘Maclellans’ which are a
comfortable cross between an English and westernesalot horses are usually ridden in snaffles and saddledre
provided. There is a rider weight limit of 95kg (about 15 stemm@ease contact us if you are close to this so we can
ensure a suitable horse is available.

cycling (bicycles can be hired locally) is also possilole there are miles of forest tracks and footpaths imtéa.

Terrain This region of France has a huge density of private ahatend much of the riding is across these large
country estates and over private land, with some routemgasrough villages and farmyards. The countryside iise
rolling with forested hills, valleys, vineyards and grassadows and there are miles of wide tracks througtothestf
as well as narrower paths that wind through woods, figldsyards and meadows. Low branches and fallen logs
provide occasional obstacles and a chance to jump fee thhho wish! In spring and early summer, new leavef®n t
trees give the landscape a lush verdant look, whilstiinmn, the area is full of colour with the changinyésa
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Accommodation Accommodation during the week is at 'Le Bourdil Blandwely manor house, set within 7 acres c
grounds. There are 8 double / twin bedrooms. All are diifetbey are a good size, comfortable and most hageiita-
bathroom with bath, shower and loo (some have a pribatteoom close by). The house is attractively furnishiga w
antique furniture and has polished wooden or terracotta kledsfin some rooms as well as a small patio balcony
overlooking the lawn that sweeps down to the lake dealispot for evening drinks. It also has a large drawing roo
and a dining room with a long dining table, both with opemplaee. It is a home rather than a hotel and ovieslla
relaxed 'house party' atmosphere. You are encouraged t aggbur own and to enjoy it in your own way. The
grounds, which are mainly lawn, are well kept and thesegeod-sized heated swimming pool (open in summer
months) and a well-maintained tennis court a short walk the house. There is also a lake with boat asaselll
loose boxes in the converted barn / coach house tdke main house. Overall it makes a charming base.

Meals You will be extremely well fed at Le Bourdil with g meals a day made using the excellent local produce
plenty of good local wine to revive you after a day i $laddle! Le Bourdil Blanc's excellent chef, Bernad@ttepares
meals for you with menus that include many of the delgiegional specialities. Breakfast is usually Frengle st
with croissants delivered daily and plenty of coffegear provided (though eggs are also often available on request
Lunch is a substantial picnic of delicious cheeses, sneatads and fresh bread. Dinners are three coursas, oft
including a speciality of the region, such as a trufflelette or magret de canard, followed perhaps by duck cafit
finishing with a tarte tartin or selection of ched3eth lunch and dinner are accompanied by wine and you will av
chance to try different wines from some of the vimdgayou may pass during your stay

Weather Rides are usually organised between March / April andahdythen from September to December. In May
September and October daytime temperatures average het@eegrees C and the mid 20s C. In March, April and
November it is usually between 10 and 15 degrees C in th& Hayoldest months are December, January and
February with daytime temperatures between about 5 and 1€edeQr It seldom drops below freezing but cold winc
can make it seem quite harsh. It can rain at anyaitheugh rainfall is higher in the winter months - butrein
mid-winter, there can be wonderful warm sunny spells.

Bordeaux airport is abot
11 kms from the city centre / train station and trassfiem the airport are by airport shuttle bus or by taking about
20 to 30 minutes. A taxi all the way from Bordeaux to Baagé¢akes about 90 minutes and costs around 150 Euro:s
