Riding Trip Information Sheet
The castle of Santa Cristina is in Italy’s Lazio pnoe, in the little known Alta Tuscia region that fara corridor
between Tuscany and Umbria. It is about half an houn® drorth west of Lake Bolsena, in an unspoilt parucdlr
Italy that is the heart of Etruria, once one of tein centres for the Etruscan population and still thfoeits wine
production. The castle, which is set in its own snmalintry estate, was built in the 17th century and has theen
property of the noble Caterini family for generationdids been lovingly restored by Antonio Caterini andnifis
Cristina over the last 10 years and the cottages amthdarse once used by farm workers have been converted to
comfortable guest accommodation. Once a favourite sunetreat of the young Pope Pius XIlI, the estate is a fidac
rural hideaway that is easily accessible from Romd,placed for sightseeing and within easy reach of tagew
sports offered at Lake Bolsena and the beaches dfalfenicoast.

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The HorsesThe horses at Santa Cristina are a mixture of Tugitbred, warmblood and Italian crosses with a coupl
of children's ponies also available. There are about 14&sarsll at the castle, all looked after with care¢hgyPolish
horse manager, Eva. They are ridden in English stgleaad are well-schooled, sensible to handle and reisposusd
enjoyable to ride. For the progressive Medieval Castle Riorses belonging to an experienced local ride operator
normally used. These are smaller, around15.2hh maximum aindyiMaremmana crosses with Arab, Haflinger and
appaloosa blood. They are calm, responsive, sure-footed ardamath suited to long hours of riding up and down hil
and across rugged country, than the bigger, finer TB and waoohislosses. These horses are normally ridden in
western style saddles (which, once you are used to #remery comfortable and relaxing for long hours) and
traditional Italian Pelham bridles.

Riding Various programmes, which include full day rides of aldotat 5 hours and shorter morning or half day rides
about 2 to 2 ¥2 hours, as well as optional lessons, faedfat Santa Cristina. The standard 7 night prograriae,
‘Castles and Lakes on the Brigands Path’, includes thilegay rides and two 2 to 2 ¥z hour rides exploring tloallo
area, including sections of the infamous Brigands Pathhwioies through this part of Italy.

Terrain The area around Santa Cristina is a mixture of ogaawtural land, with gentle undulating hills providing
good views across the valleys, and oak and chestnut woogisuAsead away from the estate you ride along dirt tra
through forest, around fields and across grass-covere@hdlslso up and down steeper hills.

Accommodation Guest accommodation at Santa Cristina is in the laggelad 18th Century farmhouse (‘fattoria’) in
the grounds of the castle and in a separate private gutesge close by. The fattoria has been carefully regdtfor
guests and contains 6 apartments each with its own eefraswell as 14 individual double or twin bedrooms. The
apartments are of varying sizes sleeping from 4 to 8 peoglaare bedrooms, a small kitchen, sitting room, one or
two bathrooms (with loo and shower) and laundry facdlitiehey are ideal for families or groups of friends. The
individual bedrooms are good sized doubles or twins and each draall en-suite bathroom (with loo and showAdt).
rooms are simply but comfortably furnished in the traditietge of rural Italy, with dark wood furniture that include
some antique pieces and terracotta tiled floors. The driioor of the fattoria houses a largmvernd with brick
vaulted ceiling and double French doors opening onto a gravetieate. Part of the taverna is for dining and lunche
and dinners are served here or beneath gazebos omr#ize test outside. Next door to the taverna’s dining rooem is
spacious sitting area and adjacent to that, a roombaiidrd and table tennis table. A few hundred yards past the
fattoria, is a separate cottage that has been newtyedsbor guests. This is divided into two separate unitsr(iimted
by a lockable door) each with two spacious bedrooms (oneatwdrone double) both with en-suite bathroom with lo
and shower, a separate kitchen and living room.

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Weather Santa Cristina is open year round but the dedicatetyrmiogrammes are run between March and June al
from September to November. The climate in Italy is gahemild although early spring, January to March, can be
cold with daytime temperatures about 5 to 10 C and nggtsetimes dropping below freezing. By early April it is
usually very pleasant with daytime temperatures around dreele C, sometimes a little warmer. In May / June
daytime temperatures are around the mid 20’s C and it&lysdovely for riding with many wild flowers and fielas
poppies and sunflowers at their best in June. July and Aagnse hot, with temperatures into the 30s C on some
days - though there is often a cooling breeze. Nightasarally pleasant at around 15 C. September and October a
usually mild, at around 20 degrees C and the countrysidd &f ttdlours of the harvest, with fruit and olives ripsni
and mushrooms growing.
