The Terrain The lodge overlooks miles of unspoilt Africa and the 24,008saiticovers, once a derelict tract of over
grazed farmland, has been regenerated by 9 years oflcafagement to provide a sanctuary in which game and
cattle co-exist. The ranch has a beautiful river runriinguigh it, lined with Yellow Fever Acacia trees, whicbyides
a lifeline to game in this normally dry environment andlfimelscape varies from dry lowlands dotted with patches «
thick scrub and acacia thorn to grass covered plaimsling river valleys, sheer cliff faces and rocky gorgestle are
still farmed at Sosian and the ranch has between 5DQG00 head of pure and cross-bred Boran cattle, a hardy br
that originated in the deserts of Northern Kenya, Eihiapd Somalia.

Accommodation Sosian lodge is the original managers homestead, now tifwihghenovated and converted to a
stylish bush home. It is comfortable, yet overwhelghy, the atmosphere is relaxed and informal, hittingtjoes right
note between the welcome informality of a home aeddhilities, comfort and service of a stylish guesige. The
main house includes a large comfortable sitting room wagmdireplace, sofas and armchairs and a dining room wi
fireplace and long dining table that is beautifully setdhmner at night. The front of the house is surroundedwigla,
covered veranda that is a fabulous place for brea&fastunch, or for relaxing when you are not out riding@wn by
the swimming pool. Bedrooms are in separate cottages okerpihe tropical lawned gardens, a short walk from th
main house. There are 7 bedrooms in all, 4 twins andi8deiible beds. The honeymoon cottage is set by itselihan
other cottages house 2 bedrooms, each with its own enbaiftroom (with shower, bath and loo,) that adjbut (lo
not inter-connect). All cottages have their own welg set with chairs, and are individually furnished andmdéed. If
you choose to fly camp, you will sleep out under the saitser in the open air or under a light custom-madeegauz
tent, on a mattress with fresh linen and bedroll. Blpgs do not attempt to re-create the luxury of a nigtitariodge,
rather to contrast with it and provide a simple natuoahd with just the basic comforts you need - a hot bustk@wer,
chairs for sitting whilst eating a delicious dinner ambtime camp fire and canvas washbasins for your early mornin
wash or shave.

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Meals Meals at Sosian are delicious, freshly madeg@edtiful. Almost all the ingredients used are growrtlmranch,
which has its own organic vegetable garden, or purchasdtylvoan small community farmers. Days usually start
with a cup of tea or coffee and light snack brought to yoom before an early morning ride, walk or game drive. O
your return to the lodge, there is a substantial brea&fabtyour choice of fruit, perhaps porridge, toast andl a ful
cooked breakfast for those who wish. Alternatively yayrmpt for a leisurely start with morning tea or cefte wake
you and a relaxing breakfast on the veranda or, if yooujon an early morning ride or drive, you might stolp way
for a delicious picnic brunch cooked and served at tagteap out in the bush. Lunch is sometimes a picniciding,
or will be served on the lodge veranda or in the pool-hoas@ur return. It might be a barbeque (the ranch iseef
excellent) a combination of delicious salads, quiches alilnaeats as well as freshly baked bread. Tea will lesljye
you from a traditional African after-lunch siesta afigér riding or a late afternoon game activity, eveningkdrare
accompanied by snacks and followed by a three course demvedsby candlelight.

The ranch has encouraged the return of game to th
area by removing all its fences to allow wildlife to mdreely and by providing security teams who patrol and obnti
poaching. The ranch employs about 80 staff in all anduatsid at a junction of many different tribal areas #re rich
in traditions and largely untouched by western developnSarburus, Pokots, Turkanas and many smaller tribes |
here and by special arrangement, guests at Sosian nmag laisal village.
