In addition to this (and one of the reashiey make such an excellent holiday choice) timesphere at
both is very welcoming and personal and the serviceaafferindividual and very flexible. Ant’s Nest is aimed at
private group bookings and must be booked exclusively (fioinanum group charge) during certain dates. Exclusiv
use of the lodge and surrounding reserve is guaranteed. Y@lsoampt to stay on ‘shared use’ basis outside the
exclusive dates. Ant’s Hill is slightly bigger and is gextly booked on a shared use basis although larger groups ¢
reserve exclusive use by arrangement. If you are d gmoaip of friends or a family looking for a holiday whe
activities and itineraries can be tailored to suit, wrereryone from the fittest to those most in needresawill be
personally catered for, where you will be welcomediaads but also extremely well looked after, you wallard
pushed to find anything better.

Both lodges are owned and managed overall by Anthony and Baser with the help of their carefully chosenfstaf
Anthony was born and grew up in this part of South Afaind is a professional guide, as well as an experienced
horseman. He is passionate about the bush and hisdgjage humour and infectious enthusiasm make him a supe
guide and companion. Tessa was born in Kenya and grew uyglartd before moving to South Africa in 1996. Her
family background is in tourism and her tremendous enangystyle have made these lovely 'bush homes' the
comfortable, stylish and welcoming retreats they aday.

DatesA stay at either lodge can be arranged from datesttoFswi2010 bookings at Ant’s Nest are generally on an
‘exclusive use’ basis with the lodge open for group bookaigs to 12 guests (larger groups can sometimes be
accommodated by arrangement), each group having exclusied thgelodge and its surrounding reserve. At certain
times of year the lodge can also be booked on a ‘shaedthamsis (usually restricted to 10 guests at any time, wtino
the maximum taken is often less if guests’ riding abditg interests vary). Ant’s Hill is open for bookingsaofthing
from 1 to 10 people who share the lodge with other guestiCted to 12 guests at any time). It can also bevexber
exclusively by private groups and families on request. Pleastact us to discuss dates and availability.
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HorsesThe two lodges have about 60 horses between them apdatieealso many others close by at Anthony's fan
farm, about a 30 minute drive away. The horses haval carefully selected for their temperament, @ggiand
ability and include thoroughbreds and thoroughbred crossestofagout 16hh, as well as local South African
crossbreeds and ponies of 13hh and above that are idediléiven or less experienced adults to ride. There iod go
selection of horse for riders of different abiliteasd all are well- schooled, sure footed and sensible |[dut@sponsive
and fun to ride. Saddles are Maclellan style (a comlfitetcross between a Western and English saddlesuouitie
English saddles available on request.

Riding Anthony is a keen horseman and horses have alwaggbeeof daily life on the vast South African farm
where he was brought up. Today, they still provide ortbeobest ways to see the area and morning, evening and e
picnic rides are a fantastic, exhilarating way to enj@ywtlonderful scenery around both lodges and to see thiemesi
game. The amount of riding you do however is entirelyouypu, with the emphasis at both lodges firmly on Bity.
The booking policy at Ant’'s Nest, to reserve the lodggustvely for each booking of 2 or more guests, means ridin
and other activities can very easily be tailored ta Mau might, for example, all choose a long mornimig iracking
game and stopping for a picnic lunch out riding, or you maydédoi split up with some people opting for a fast earl
morning ride and others for a more leisurely start wighort ride, walk or game drive before meeting up fordbrun
mid-morning. Ant’s Hill is a slightly bigger lodge but solhly caters for a maximum of 10 guests (more if a private
group) and there is plenty of flexibility in riding hoursutes, pace and in other activities. Rides from batbde are
generally lead by a main guide accompanied by a back up ridehery leads many rides from Ant’s Nest himself
and Werner, who is the main guide at Ant’s Hill, is dfied to the South African Field Guides Association &ES.
Horses are prepared, tacked up and un-tacked for you by gmtworare on hand to help at both lodges. There is no
strict weight limit for riders but if you are over 1®se/ 102kgs please call us to check that suitable horses are
available. You will be asked to wear a hard hat whenrigteu- there are some hats available to borrow but we stugg
you take your own to ensure a good fit.

Pace and Riding Experiencél he emphasis at both these lodges is on flexibilityl@oth the amount of riding and the
riding pace can be tailored to suit. There is a goodtsateof well-schooled horses and riders of all absitaze well
catered for. The terrain allows fast, fun riding foe £xperienced rider, but equally, novice riders are egiyewell
looked after - although if you wish to ride during your stay ghould have some previous riding experience. You w
also get the most from your visit if you are reasonading fit and we recommend concentrated, regular peatiche
months before you go to get used to the hours in the saddle.

Terrain The Waterberg boasts some of the prettiest and maatsdibush in South Africa and the reserves in this ar
combine open grassy plains, sandy tracks and high rocky sk@ipiés) with patches of thick woodland and bush. In
places the terrain is rocky, but the horses negdtidevith ease and the diversity of going allows yaurdward of
dramatic views after riding up high ridges and also the fuhexcitement of riding at speed.
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GameThe reserves at Ant's Nest and Ant's Hill have leeeated to preserve and encourage the flora and fauhis of
diverse region and many species of game have beeneabdiag re-introduced. There has always been some natut
game in the area and with the careful re-stocking aeelding programme that has been run at Ant's Nest fqraitte
few years, there are now over 40 game species. Thdsddareebra, eland, giraffe, kudu, wildebeest, buffalo ey,
bushpig, rare antelope such as oryx and sable and alsorivinib. Game viewing during your stay is by horse, on fo
or by open-topped 4 wheel drive vehicle (as you wish) arfugatne often wandering close to the lodges and drinki
at local waterholes, there are always many opporturiidreslose up viewing. This area of South Africa alsod®a
several other large game reserves where you canes@&agth, all within easy driving distance and overnightsiay
Lapalala Wilderness, a neighbouring reserve famous folaitk and white rhino, are also possible (some day tres «
included, others may incur an extra charge / entrance fee).

Accommodation Accommodation at Ant’s Nest is in the original horeest which has been thoughtfully restored,
extended and refurbished to make a very comfortable, stiglishh home'. There are 6 bedrooms in all. The maireloc
has two twin / double bedrooms each with private batinaa further bedroom, a separate thatched double room w
en-suite bathroom and veranda and a first floor honeyreoib@ with bedrooms, en-suite bathroom and thatched
veranda overlooking the lawns where rhino often congraae! All bedrooms are furnished with individually des@n:
furniture, handmade from local timber, and most have fmster beds. The house also has a comfortable sittthg an
dining room, with open fireplace, a large stone verandiaishdeal for an afternoon siesta or evening drind, e
newest addition, a wonderful 14 metre swimming pool andlthadeered relaxation area. The pool has a shallow
‘beach’ on one side which is ideal for toddlers - orddults to relax in, sipping a drink whilst half covered atev!

Visaslf you hold a full British Passport and are visiting SoAfrica for a holiday only and staying less than 90 days
you do not need to arrange a visa in advance.

Health No inoculations are legally required for entry to Soitihca from Europe but Polio, Tetanus, Typhoid and
Hepatitis A. are recommended. Ant's Nest and Ant'sardlin a Malaria free area but if you are travellingroSouth
Africa after your stay you might need additional inotialas or to take Malaria tablets - you should alwayssad a
health professional for further and more detailed advice.
