Safari’, which combines 4 nights at the main Wait aé.icthmp with a night in a basic fly camp and 2 nighthawery
comfortable Phiva Camp in the 14,000 hectare Makalali Reseraa,excellent choice and a good introduction to
Africa. For those with more time, the 9 night Makalahronga Safari also explores more of the MakaladelRee and
includes nights in three different luxury lodges and safamps en route.

All are experiendad Isarses, responsive to ride, extremely good-natureltl, we
schooled and well mannered. Gerti, an excellent dresgiage personally schools all the horses regularly enguhey
are fit, supple and responsive to ride. The horses areis¢sl to the bush, spending much time grazing loose in the
reserve and are very sure footed, coping easily witsdheetimes rough and rocky terrain. There are helpérs an
grooms on hand at the Wait a Little base who travid ywou to the different camps and lodges, to tack up, urtadk
look after the horses.
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Riding There is usually between 4 and 7 hours riding a day e tegfaris, broken up with refreshment stops and a
break for lunch.

PaceThe riding pace on the safaris is varied and dependsederttain, but overall it is moderate and well balanted.
places the going on the reserves you cross is covetbetk vegetation and there maybe some ascents to negotiate
where you have to ride slowly, but there are also opsssaand long sandy tracks that are good for fast caamer
gallops. There are also often energetic, sporty caweasing through fairly thick bush, so participants must beniit
well balanced in the saddle.

Riding Experience To participate in a safari you must be a competent adeg/ou are riding in an open area where
there is big game including elephant and lion. You shoulkbb&ortable and in control on a horse at all paces
(including long canters and some fast gallops) and sh@ulcgséd to riding in open country over varied terrain. You
should also be relaxed and secure in the saddle so yablare stay on your horse if it reacts suddenly, or reds
move quickly out of trouble. You will enjoy your safari niuaore if you are fairly riding fit and if you do not ride
regularly, should accustom yourself to the time you sg#nd in the saddle with regular training before you go.
Children over 12 years old are sometimes accepted ongatse but only at the operator's discretion. Thagtroe
strong, competent riders and to ensure this, a Pony Gubdsificate might be required.

Terrain Edeni Reserve where Wait a Little is situated and tighbeuring Makalali Reserve, are in South Africa’s
'lowveld’, close to the Kruger National Park with tleethern tip of the Drakensberg mountains as a back drog.id hi
an area of varying ecosystems and a natural habitatiade range of flora, fauna, birds and game. Muchefélgion
is covered imquite dense bush and thorn scrub, there are riverinegjuiuge fig and Jackal berry trees and lush, ex
vegetation along the banks of the rivers. Rocky ‘kopjesshall hills that are very typical of Africa - adetted across
the plains and provide wonderful viewpoints and sandy trat#$ence lines and in the dry season, sandy river bed:
all provide good going for fast riding. In places thederis rough as you climb in and out of rocky gorges lait th
horses negotiate this with ease.

Game Edeni Reserve is home to the 'Big Five' - lion, elephaopard, rhino and buffalo - and you are likely toaee
of these during your stay. You may also see cheetahahweid dog, jackal, warthog, mongoose, crocodiles, hippo
herbivores such as wildebeest, zebra, giraffe, kudu, dlapdja, bushbuck, steenbok, duiker and waterbuck.
Nocturnal game sometimes seen includes ardvaark, caretcal, serval, porcupine and spring hare. The Reserve
quite small and compact and, although the bush is thiclaaeg, the game is used to riders and game drive vehicle
you have a very good chance of seeing many different spaciazingly close up. cont. over
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Game contMakalali Reserve also boasts four of the Big Five (tlaeeeno buffalo) and is known as one of finest
private game reserves in the world so there is alwkeygy of wildlife to see. Philip and Kirsten are qtiad to the
FGASA (Field Guide Association of South Africa) highkestel and are knowledgeable, relaxed and very approach:

Accommodation Accommodation at Wait a Little's base is in large walkanvas safari tents, set on wooden plat-
forms overlooking the Makhutswe river. Tents are setyafnrom each other for privacy and each has its wevanda, a
comfortable double bed made up with cotton sheets, pidnasduvets (an extra bed is included when a double bec
not required) and an outside bathroom (attached by a shikwayaand generally under cover but open at the sides)
with flush loo and shower with hot and cold running wak&e camp has electricity and is small and intimatepste

a maximum of 7 guests. There is also a central lodgegriginal farmhouse, with sitting room, dining area antd we
stocked bar. The house overlooks the river and withadl smimming pool close by, is an ideal spot for R&R aéte
exciting ride. There is also a small gift shop and asage room. On the 7 night Big 5 Safari 3 different camps ar
used. 4 nights are spent at the main base camp, onasnagli@eacon Rock Camp and 2 nights are in the very
comfortable Phiva Camp on Makalali Reserve. Beacon Roalsimple camp situated on a rock formation, the kigh
point in the surrounding area, with a magnificent vievheWw staying here riders sleep on mattresses set up mtkse
under the stars or under a shelter, enjoying the night safitkds bush. In complete contrast Phiva camp is anstgn
architect designed camp in the Makalali Reserve. Design&llvio Rech, one of Africa’s most famous architette
camp sleeps up to 12 guests in 6 comfortable double cottagksyiéaair conditioning, its own en-suite bathroom
(outdoor under thatch) with flush loo, shower and hat@sid running water, and private raised deck (‘sala’) which
doubles as a day room or viewing platform. Rech’s inspirdtiothe camp was Africa’s earthy colours and it idtbui
using materials such as raw timber, clay, reed and tlaaidls decorated in African style. It also has a swimy pool
with raised decking platform for meals, sunbathing and gaeweing. On Makalali-Garonga Safaris the first 3 nights
are at the Wait a Little main camp and then you spendtisiat Phiva before riding to the equally luxurious Garong
Safari Camp, another oasis in the bush, designedléatrédie textures of the earth with its thick eartbelumns,
billowing white fabrics and generous cushions on low bedr@aris a haven of stylish tranquillity and comfortable
tented bedrooms have fabric-draped double beds, bathrooms with arttboutdoor showers and some with outdool
freestanding baths.

Meals You will be extremely well fed on safari with thredideus home cooked meals a day. There is usually & lig|
breakfast before your morning ride, for instance teeoffee with cereal and toast, butter and jam. Lunchesisually
a combination of fresh salads, home made bread, pizzaiche, together with a selection of cold meatssir. fA
three-course dinner is served in the evening, a carehdlyght out menu with a main course of something like vanis
fish if available or pasta and often a delicious barbeqo&ed over an open fire. Menus are varied and all the ifbo
freshly prepared from good local ingredients. There ardypte#ihvegetables and salads as well as excellent toeat
and meals are usually eaten at the long central diniobg ¢& on chairs seated around the camp-fire. All drin&srar
cluded on safari except champagne and drinks when stayittgvat Camp and there is a well stocked bar with a sel
tion of good quality South African wine, beer, spirits aotl drinks available.

Safety There will be an introductory talk on the routine in tagnp and safety when riding, explaining how to handle
big game situations, when you first arrive.

Weather The area is blessed with almost year round sunshinthesnchakes it a wonderful place to ride throughout 1
year. Summer is October to March when midday tempestane between 24 and 35 degrees C. At this time of yea
you will ride when it is cool in the early morning otdaafternoon, with a traditional African siesta in thigeldle of the
day. This is the rainy season and heavy cloud build upafetldoy showers or short sharp afternoon thunderstamems
possible. Autumn is April and May when days are usuallggaatly warm and dry with temperatures in the 20's C. -
bush can be very pretty at this time of year as theegeahange colour. It begins to cool down, particularlyigttt, in
May. June to September is winter, the dry seasonalimaugh it is usually warm with clear skies and daytime
temperatures around 20 -25 degrees C, it gets quite cool whearitgoes down. Night-time temperatures in winter
can drop to 4 or 5 degrees C.

Travel / flight information - The nearest international airport to Wait a Litdelohannesburg. British Airways, Soutt
African Airways and Virgin all have direct daily flighfrom London to Johannesburg, normally departing London i
the evening (around 20.00) and arriving Johannesburg early thenaexing (around 08.00). You can also fly via
Europe (eg with Air France, KLM, Al Italia) although w&onglyrecommend a direct flight to minimize the risk of
delays. Airfares vary depending on the airline you chaoskthe season, but expect to pay around £650 to £900 pe
person for a London / Johannesburg economy return.

From Johannesburg you need to connect with a flight githehalaborwa or Hoedspruit airports in South Africa and
we will arrange a vehicle transfer from these airptrthe main Wait a Little camp for you. Transfedsstabout 45
minutes to an hour and are charged at £40 per person eactowaldedspruit and £50 from Phalaborwa. Please n
that transfer rates are subject to change at any time.

South African Airlines have daily flights from Johanbey to both Phalaborwa and Hoedspruit, usually adding abc
£110 to £120 (return) to the international airfare. Foe@nomy return flight London to Hoedspruit, via Johanmegsb
you should therefore budget about £750 to £950 (varies witlets®s and availability). Alternatively you may like tc
hire a car and drive yourself from Johannesburg to Wailtle br we can arrange an overland transfer alltbhg.
